ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

On July 25, 2002, the Commission issued an order approving a stipulation and agreement.  As provided for in that agreement, on August 9, Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE filed certain revised tariff sheets.  On August 23, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation in which it advised the Commission that the Staff had reviewed the proposed tariffs, found them to be in compliance with the agreement and the Commission’s order, and recommended approval.  The Staff also stated that there is good cause for the proposed tariff sheets to go into effect with less than thirty days’ notice, in that the requested effective date of August 28, 2002, is the beginning of AmerenUE’s September 2002 billing month, and the tariff sheets reduce rates for service rendered on and after April 1, 2002, and further reduce rates for service rendered on and after April 1, 2003 and April 1, 2004.  The Commission finds that good cause exists to approve the tariffs on less than thirty days’ notice, and will approve the tariffs.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
