ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO OPEN CASE, ORDER DIRECTING

NOTICE AND ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 23, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to open a case.  Staff requests that the Commission consider a Stipulation and Agreement entered into between Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and Steelville Telephone Exchange, Inc.  The Agreement is the result of an investigation into the earnings of Steelville Telephone Exchange, Inc. 

Proper parties should be given notice and an opportunity to intervene in this matter.  The Information Office of the Commission shall make this Order and Notice available to the members of the General Assembly who represent constituents in the service area of Steelville Telephone Exchange, Inc., and to the media that serve those areas. The Commission also finds that notice of this application should be sent to all interexchange and local exchange telecommunications companies.

In the Stipulation and Agreement Staff states that it will file suggestions or a memorandum in support of the Agreement.  The Commission will require that Staff file its pleading not more than 15 days after the period for intervention has expired.  In the event no proper person files an application to intervene in this matter, the Commission may proceed on the basis of the motion, the Stipulation and Agreement and Staff’s pleading.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission’s Data Center shall send notice to all interexchange and local exchange telecommunications companies.

2. That the Information Office of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall give notice as set forth herein.
