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Motion For Extension of Time to File a Staff Memorandum
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Request For an Extension of Time to File a Staff Memorandum, states as follows:

1.     On May 13, 2002, the Commission issued an Order that, among other things, 

directed the Staff to file a memorandum recommending either approval or rejection of the application filed in this case by July 12, 2002.

2.     Staff respectfully advises the Commission that it will not be able to file a 

memorandum in connection with the application filed in this case by July 12, 2002.  

3.      Staff would request that an Order be issued allowing the Staff until August 12, 

2002, to file its memorandum or recommendation.

4.      Staff acknowledges to the Commission that it inadvertently overlooked the due 

date in this matter.  This inadvertence was assisted, however, by the fact that the Applicant in this case had previously filed a different application with the same issue, but involving a different service area (Case No. SA-2002-404).  The Staff was proceeding with its duties in Case No. SA-2002-404, and unintentionally overlooked this case due to the similarity of issues, and because it involved the same Applicant.  Adding to this situation were changes in the procedures used to designate cases and route filings due to the commencement of the use of the EFIS filing system, as well as conversions of pre-existing cases (including SA-2002-404) into the EFIS system.

5.       4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A)(B) provides that the Commission has the discretionary 

authority to extend or enlarge the time of compliance with Commission Orders. 

6.       Staff apologizes to the Commission and the Applicant for any inconvenience that 

this request may impose.


WHEREFORE, based upon the foregoing, the Staff respectfully asks that the Commission enter an Order allowing the Staff until August 12, 2002, to file its memorandum or recommendation in this case.
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
