MOTION FOR WAIVER OF COMMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR DISTRIBUTION OF CERTAIN EXHIBIT AT EVIDENTIARY HEARINGS

Comes now the Missouri Landowners Alliance (Alliance), and for the reasons set forth below respectfully requests that the Commission waive the requirement, with respect to one exhibit referenced hereafter, that copies of exhibits offered at the evidentiary hearings be distributed to the bench and to all other parties.  In support of this Motion, the Alliance states as follows:

1.  On August 28, 2014, the Alliance filed a “Motion of the Missouri Landowners Alliance to Compel Responses to Discovery Requests” (Motion to Compel).  Attached as Exhibit 1 to the Motion to Compel were 261 pages of information (plus a cover letter), consisting of replies from wind developers to Grain Belt’s Request for Information, as referenced by Mr. David Berry at page 15 lines 3-15 in his direct testimony.  The material in question is regarded by Grain Belt Express as “Highly Confidential”, and has not been distributed by the Alliance to any other party (including Staff and Public Counsel).
2.  The Alliance anticipates that it may offer into evidence at the evidentiary hearings the same material it submitted as Exhibit 1 to its Motion to Compel.  Normally, that would required that the Alliance provide the Commissioners, the Law Judge, counsel for Grain Belt, and perhaps others, with a copy of that 261 page exhibit at the time it is introduced.

3.  The material in question is already on file with the Commission, and as such is presumably accessible to the Commissioners, the Law Judge and of course counsel for Grain Belt Express.  This waiver is being requested simply to avoid needless duplication and distribution of voluminous material which is already available to those who would most likely be given copies of that same material at the evidentiary hearings. 
4.  If the Alliance does offer this material at the evidentiary hearings, it would provide one copy for the Court Reporter. 
5.  The Alliance respectfully requests that if possible the Commission rule on this Motion by November 5, 2014, so that the appropriate number of copies can be made in advance of the hearings.   

WHEREFORE, if the Alliance does offer the material which was included as Exhibit 1 to its Motion to Compel, it respectfully asks that it be relieved of the obligation to provide copies of that material to anyone other than the Court Reporter.
