ORDER FINDING NECESSITY FOR RULEMAKING


On November 22, 2002, the Commission’s Staff filed a motion asking for a finding of necessity for rulemaking regarding the promulgation of a rule to establish fees to cover the cost of administering the inspection program for manufactured housing and modular units.  Staff indicates that the funds available to cover the costs of administering the inspection program have rapidly declined in the last year, and are no longer sufficient to ensure the viability and integrity of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Unit Program.  Staff indicates that Section 700.040.2, RSMo 2000, allows it to ”establish reasonable fees for seals or inspection, or both, which are sufficient to cover all costs incurred in the administration of sections 700.010 to 700.115.”  Section 700.040.5, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority to make rules for the regulation of manufactured housing and modular units under Sections 700.010 to 700.115, RSMo 2000.  


Section 536.016, RSMo 2000, requires a state agency to find that a proposed rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted the rulemaking authority based on substantial evidence on the record.  Based on the record, the Commission finds that the proposed promulgation of a rule to establish fees to cover the cost of administering the inspection program for manufactured housing and modular units is necessary to carry out the purposes of Sections 700.010 to 700.115, RSMo 2000.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission may proceed to promulgate a rule to establish fees to cover the cost of administering the inspection program for manufactured housing and modular units, by following the applicable procedures of administrative rulemaking with the Missouri Secretary of State’s Office.

2. That this order will become effective on December 6, 2002.
