ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF CORPORATE NAME

On September 10, 2002, Western submitted a Registration of Fictitious Name form from the Missouri Secretary of State’s Office.  On September 12, 2002, Western filed adoption notices and revised tariff sheets that bore an effective date of October 12, 2002.  The notices were offered by Western Communications, Inc. d/b/a Logix Communications.  On October 2, 2002, Staff recommended that the Commission approve the adoption notices and tariff sheets.  Although the adoption notices and tariff sheets bear the name Logix Communications, Staff did not explicitly recommend approval of Western Communication, Inc., changing its name to Western Communication, Inc. d/b/a Logix Communications.  By order issued October 10, 2002, the Commission approved Western’s adoption notices and tariff sheets.  Western Communications, Inc. filed a letter on October 8, 2002, clarifying that it was requesting approval to provide service under the name Logix Communications.  

On October 9, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing, instructing Staff to submit a memorandum giving its recommendation as to whether the Commission should recognize Western’s change of name.  On October 10, 2002, Staff submitted a memorandum recommending that the Commission recognize Western’s change of name to Western Communications, Inc. d/b/a Logix Communications.
  

The Commission has reviewed the filings and finds that Western has complied with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(16) regarding applications for a change of name, and that the name change should be recognized.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the change of name from Western Communications, Inc. to Western Communication, Inc. d/b/a Logix Communications is acknowledged.

That this order shall become effective on October 10, 2002.
