ORDER DENYING MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT 

On April 9, 2004, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC filed a tariff to provide packaged local and interexchange Digital Phone Service.  The overall tariff bears an effective date of May 24, but Time Warner Cable has asked for expedited treatment to allow its Local Market Trial tariff to go into effect by April 19, or as soon thereafter as practicable.  Time Warner Cable indicates that it has recently begun a market trial on the Kansas side of the Metropolitan Kansas City area and would like to begin a similar trial on the Missouri side as soon as possible.  Early approval of the tariff would allow that to happen.

On April 12, the Commission ordered its Staff to file a recommendation regarding Time Warner Cable’s tariff by April 14.  The Commission ordered that if Staff could not file a recommendation at that time, it should file a pleading indicating when it would be able to file a recommendation.  Staff responded on April 14 by stating that it has concerns about Time Warner Cable’s tariff, including the Local Market Trial tariff.  Staff indicates that it has contacted Time Warner Cable to discuss those concerns, but that it cannot offer a recommendation until those concerns are resolved.  Staff states that it will file its recommendation no later than May 13, the seventh working day before the effective date of the tariff. 

The Commission will not approve this tariff until its Staff has had a reasonable opportunity to review and fully understand the tariff.  Staff indicates that it will file its recommendation as soon as possible but no later than May 13, which will not allow the Commission to approve an April 19 expedited effective date for the tariff as requested by Time Warner Cable. Therefore, the Commission will deny Time Warner Cable’s motion for expedited treatment.  The Commission is, however, aware of Time Warner Cable’s interest in having its Local Market Trial Tariff go into effect as soon as possible, and the Commission will act on Staff’s recommendation expeditiously after it is filed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC’s Motion for Expedited Treatment is denied.

That this order shall become effective on April 20, 2004.
