certificates of service authority

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificates of Service Authority, respectfully states as follows:

1. On August 26, 1997, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services to U.S.A. Exchange L.L.C. d/b/a Omniplex Communications Group, L.L.C. in  Case No. TA-97-538.  On October 29, 1997, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide basic local and local telecommunications services to U.S.A. Exchange L.L.C. d/b/a Omniplex Communications Group, L.L.C. in Case No. TA-97-506.  On April 15, 1998, the Commission issued its Order Amending Certificate of Service Authority and Approving Name Change, Adoption Notices and Tariff approving the name change to Omniplex Communications Group, L.L.C. (OCG) in Case No. TA-97-506. 

2. On October 26, 2001, the Commission issued its Order Approving Transfer of Assets from OCG to Ciera Network Systems, Inc. (Ciera) in Case No. TM-2002-133.  In its Order Approving Transfer of Assets, the Commission approved the adoption of tariffs 1,2, and 3 of OCG by Ciera Network Systems, Inc. d/b/a Omniplex. 

3. Neither OCG nor Ciera have filed a formal request to cancel OCG certificates.  However, the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificates of service authority to provide basic local, local, and interexchange telecommunications services of Omniplex Communications Group, L.L.C.  
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
