ORDER DIRECTING SECOND STATUS REPORT

In an order issued December 15, 1998, the Commission approved a Stipulation and Agreement covering the treatment by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (AmerenUE) of its sulfur dioxide emission allowance inventory.  On March 18, 2004, the Commission directed its Staff to file a status report and a recommendation as to whether the case may be closed.
