ORDER DIRECTING WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSED RULE


On June 2, 2003, the Commission published certain proposed rules in the Missouri Register regarding collection of inspection fees from the manufacturers and dealers of manufactured homes.  The specific rules that were proposed are 4 CSR 240-123.095, 4 CSR 240-120.085, and 4 CSR 240-121.065.  The publication notice invited comments from the public and indicated that comments could be submitted for a period of thirty days following publication.  


Numerous comments expressing opposition to the proposed rules have been received.  After considering the comments, the Commission has decided that the proposed rules should be withdrawn.  The Commission’s General Counsel will be directed to file the appropriate rulemaking documents with the Secretary of State to withdraw the proposed rules.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission’s General Counsel is directed to file with the Secretary of State all documents necessary to withdraw proposed rules 4 CSR 240-123.095, 4 CSR 240-120.085, and 4 CSR 240-121.065. 

2. That this order shall become effective on July 18, 2003.
