THIRD ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

On August 9, 2002, the Company filed tariffs in Case No. EC-2002-1.  Those tariff sheets carried an effective date of August 28, 2002.  On August 23, 2002, the Commission issued an order approving tariffs sheets filed in compliance with the Report and Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement.

On September 3, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed revised tariff sheets together with a motion to approve them on less than thirty days’ notice.  AmerenUE stated that, after the tariffs had been approved, it was discovered that two sheets had minor wording errors.  Specifically, on Sheets 34 (Large General Service Rate) and 37 (Small Primary Service Rate), under the Winter Rate heading, the filed tariffs use the term "Energy Charge" when it should be "Base Energy Charge."  In addition, the rate blocks under those headings in the filed tariffs refer to "Billing Demand" when they should refer to "Base Demand."  Ameren stated that good cause exists to approve the tariffs on less than thirty days’ notice.  Ameren stated that, since the changes affect the Winter Rate sections of these tariff sheets, and the Winter rate is applicable during the eight monthly billing period beginning with the October billing period, the tariff revisions should be in effect when the October billing period begins on September 26, 2002.  AmerenUE stated that this effective date will not change any rates, nor will it change the date on which any rates are charged, but will merely allow the correct wording to be in effect before the beginning of the Winter Rate season.

On September 12, the Commission’s Staff filed a Memorandum in which it agreed with AmerenUE’s characterization of the wording of the approved tariffs as a mistake, and stated that approving the revised sheets would eliminate a possible area of confusion. Staff also agreed that good cause exists to approve the tariffs on less than thirty days’ notice.  Staff recommended the Commission approve the tariffs to be effective on and after September 26, 2002.  

The Commission will approve the revised sheets.  The revised tariff sheets more accurately reflect the intent of the parties in the Stipulation and Agreement, and approving them will eliminate a possible area of confusion.  The Commission finds that good cause exists to approve the tariffs on less than thirty days’ notice.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the following tariff sheets filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE on September 3, 2002, are approved for service on and after September 26, 2002:
