ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

This order cancels the certificate of service of SBA Broadband Services, Inc.

On January 6, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority of SBA Broadband Services, Inc.  SBA has no Missouri tariffs.  In support of its motion, Staff states that SBA's annual Statement of Revenue for Fiscal Year 2005, filed on May 17, 2004, showed that SBA had no Missouri revenue for calendar year 2003 and that SBA did not wish to retain its Missouri certificate.  The Statement of Revenue was executed by SBA's Senior Vice President/General Counsel.  Staff, therefore, requests that Direct One’s certificate and tariff be canceled.

Staff reports that SBA owes no assessments or annual reports to the Commission.  SBA was granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and local telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑2001‑0483 on December 6, 2001.  

Under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2003, the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate after notice and a hearing.  Notice and a hearing are unnecessary where, as here, the certificated company has itself requested cancellation.
  After reviewing Staff’s motion, the Commission determines that SBA desires to surrender its certificate and is not presently operating in Missouri.  Therefore, the Commission finds that the certificate of service authority granted to SBA should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to SBA Broadband Services, Inc.,  in Case No. TA‑2001-0483 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 21, 2005.

3. That this case may be closed on January 22, 2005.
