Notice of Dismissal with Prejudice
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and files its notice to dismiss this case with prejudice.  In support of its pleading, Staff states as follows:



1.
Staff initiated this case by filing a complaint against M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc. (“M.L.M.”) alleging that M.L.M. failed to file a tariff before commencing service, in violation of Section 392.220.1, Section 392.480.1, and the Commission’s Order Granting Certificate to Provide Basic Local Telecommunications Services and Closing Case of August 14, 2002, in Case No.
CA-2002-1140; and that M.L.M. violated Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(16) by failing to change its name through the Commission’s procedures to permit the use of the fictitious name “Ameritel, Your Phone Company.”

Staff, the Office of Public Counsel, and M.L.M. filed a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in this matter on April 28, 2003 (“Agreement”), and the Commission approved that Agreement in its Order of June 3, 2003.  In the Agreement, 

M.L.M. agreed to remit a payment of $3,000 to the public school fund of the state upon the Commission’s approval of the Agreement.

On July 15, 2003, M.L.M. filed a Submission in Compliance with Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Commission Order to document M.L.M.’s compliance with the terms of the Agreement.

As M.L.M. has successfully met the terms of the Agreement, and as directed by the Commission’s June 3, 2003 Order, Staff therefore files this Notice of Dismissal with Prejudice.


5. 
The Commission’s regulation at 4 CSR 240-2.116 permits a complainant to dismiss a complaint at any time before prepared testimony has been filed or oral evidence has been offered, without an order of the Commission.


WHEREFORE, Staff hereby dismisses this case with prejudice.
