MOTION TO INTERVENE

COMES NOW Itron, Inc, a Washington Corporation, and respectfully represents  the following, to wit:  On June 22, 2006, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) filed a motion requesting that the Commission establish a case, provide notice, set an intervention deadline and schedule an early pre-hearing conference for the purpose of establishing a record of consideration and a determination as to whether to adopt the Time-Based Metering and Communications Standard established in Section 1251 of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 (“EPAct”).  Pursuant to EPAct, the Commission is required to commence consideration of this standard no later than August 8, 2007, and is further required to make a determination no later than August 8, 2008.  


Further, EPAct amended various portions of the Public Utility Regulatory Policies Act of 1978 (“PURPA”).  EPAct incorporated five new standards in PURPA section 111(d), i.e. PURPA section 111(d)(11)-(15).  In order to comply with EPAct, the Commission must consider and determine whether to adopt each of the new section 111(d) standards with respect to each electrical utility.

Upon review of the application, the Commission found that the Staff’s Motion should be granted to establish a case, and that notice should be sent to interested persons and set an intervention date.  The Commission directed Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and all proper parties to jointly file a proposed procedural schedule.

The Commission determined that notice of this action should be given by the Commission's Data Center sending a copy of this order to all of the electrical utilities in the state of Missouri, to the Department of Natural Resources of the State of Missouri, and to all other persons listed in the Staff’s Motion.  The Commission further determined that the information officer of the Com​mission should provide notice to all members of the General Assembly.  Staff will be directed to file a recommendation as to if any other entities should receive notice of this action.

The Commission found that proper persons wishing to intervene should have thirty (30) days from the date of that order to file an application to intervene with the Secretary of the Commission and should send a copy of the application to intervene to all parties as subsequently directed.  

ADDITIONALLY, Itron, Inc. respectfully represents to this Honorable Commission that it is a manufacturer of metering devices of a type which are the essence of the subject investigation regarding Time-Based Metering as envisioned in Section 1252 of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 and as such, possesses technical knowledge distinct and unique from that of the general public regarding the benefits and capabilities associated with Time-Based Metering and Communications Standards.  In that regard, it would be respectfully submitted that adverse impact would result to Itron, Inc and its potential customers who are electric consumers in the State of Missouri from the exclusion of Itron, Inc. in its intervention in the subject proceeding.   Itron, Inc would further respectfully submit that the public interest would be served by allowing this requested intervention in that such intervention would facilitate the development of a complete record upon which this Honorable Commission will make its determination in this proceeding.  At this time, Itron, Inc is unsure of the position it would take.  

WHEREFORE, Itron, Inc. a Washington Corporation, on behalf of itself and its potential customers who are consumers of electricity in the State of Missouri, respectfully prays that this MOTION TO INTERVENE be granted and that it be allowed to participate in these proceedings. 
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
