ORDER REOPENING RECORD AND

SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE
The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and the briefs submitted by the parties and has determined that it cannot resolve this matter without certain additional evidence.  Therefore, the Commission will reopen the record herein for the limited purpose of receiving this evidence.

The evidence in question concerns the proportion of the traffic at issue that is interMTA, wireless-originated traffic and the proportion that is intraMTA, wireless-originated traffic.  In the event that the parties are unable to adduce this evidence in any other way, the Commission will require that they cooperate in the performance of a traffic study or studies.  The Commission will convene a prehearing conference to hear from the parties how this necessary evidence can best be provided.

At the prehearing conference, the parties or their representatives should be prepared to discuss all matters relating to the evidence referred to above.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a prehearing conference shall be held on June 16, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference shall be held at the Commission’s offices at the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, Room 305.  The Governor Office Building is a facility that meets the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
