ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE AND

EXCUSING ATTENDANCE OF VERIZON WIRELESS

On September 19, 2003, the Commission set a prehearing conference in this matter for October 3, 2003.  On September 25, Southwestern Bell Wireless L.L.C., doing business as Cingular Wireless, moved the Commission to reschedule the prehearing conference for October 2, at 10:00 a.m., because of a conflict.  Cingular stated, in support of its motion, that it had contacted all other parties and that none objected to the rescheduling.

Also on September 25, Ameritech Mobile Communications, Inc., CMT Partners, Ameritech Cellular, and Verizon Wireless, all doing business as Verizon Wireless, moved to be excused from attending the prehearing conference because they have reached settle​ments with all of the Complainants.

The Commission will grant Cingular's motion and reschedule the prehearing conference.  The Commission will also excuse Verizon from attending the prehearing conference.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the prehearing conference previously set for Friday, October 3, 2003, is canceled.

2. That a prehearing conference shall be held on Thursday, October 2, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference shall be held at the Commission’s offices at the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, Room 310.  The Governor Office Building is a facility that meets the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act. 3. That the parties shall jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than October 10, 2003, as previously ordered. 

4. That Ameritech Mobile Communications, Inc., CMT Partners, Ameritech Cellular, and Verizon Wireless, all doing business as Verizon Wireless, need not attend the prehearing conference.
5. That this order shall become effective on October 2, 2003.
