ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

On October 9, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission moved the Commission to open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and tariff of Jay Teutenberg, doing business as Advertisnet Internet Services.  

Staff states that the Commission granted a certificate to Teutenberg on October 8, 1999, in Case No. TA-99-68, authorizing him to provide services as an inter​exchange telecommunications carrier (IXC).  At the same time, the Commission approved his tariff, P.S.C. Mo. No. 1.  However, on September 8, 2003, Teutenberg submitted a notarized Statement of Revenue to the Commission that stated, "No longer a long distance carrier.  Please de-list Advertisnet as a IXC with MO PUC."  

Staff states that Advertisnet had no revenue and owes no assessments to the Commission.  It is not serving any Missouri customers.  Staff cites Section 392.410.5, RSMo 2000, which authorizes the Commission to cancel a certificate, "after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon the application of the person or company affected."  Staff's motion includes a certificate of service showing that a copy of the motion was mailed to Teutenberg.  Staff points to St. ex rel. Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc., v. Public Service Commission, for the principle that no hearing is necessary where an opportunity for a hearing is offered and no party seeks to present evidence.
  

The Commission has reviewed Staff's motion and the attached exhibit and finds that it should open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and tariff of Jay Teutenberg, doing business as Advertisnet Internet Services.  The certificated entity has requested cancellation and the statutory predicates have been met.  Therefore, the Commission will cancel the certificate and tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the interexchange certificate of service authority and tariff granted to Jay Teutenberg, doing business as Advertisnet Internet Services, in Case No. TA‑99‑68, are canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 19, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on December 20, 2003.
