ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On April 29, 2003, the Missouri Court of Appeals for the Western District handed down its decision in Case No. WD60928, State of Missouri ex rel. Sprint Spectrum, L.P., doing business as Sprint PCS vs. Missouri Public Service Commission.  Therein, the Court held unlawful the $0.02 “adder” that is a component of the rates applicable to the termina​tion of wireless-originated traffic in each of the tariffs at issue in that case, which is the appeal of this Commission’s Case No. TT-2001-139.  The tariffs now before this Commis​sion in the present matter have been characterized as identical to those approved in Case No. TT‑2001‑139 except for the Default InterMTA Factor.  In light of the decision of the Missouri Court of Appeals, referred to above, the Commission will require the parties to advise it as to whether or not the present tariffs include rates constructed using the $0.02 “adder.”

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That each of the parties herein, or all of them jointly, shall file no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, May 9, 2003, a verified pleading stating, with respect to each of the three tariffs at issue in this case, whether or not the tariff includes rates constructed using the $0.02 “adder” discussed in the opinion of the Missouri Court of Appeals referred to above.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 9, 2003.
