NOTICE OF PETITION FOR ARBITRATION

On May 3, 2004, XO Missouri, Inc. filed its petition for arbitration with the Commission pursuant to the Telecom​munications Act of 1996 and Section 386.230 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri.
  The petition asks the Commission to arbitrate issues related to the amendment of XO’s existing inter​connection agreement with Southwestern Bell Telephone L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri.

The Commission finds that SBC Missouri shall be made a party to the instant action as it is a necessary and indispensable party to the agreement.  The Commission concludes that the Data Center of the Commission shall provide notice of this petition to SBC Missouri, and that SBC Missouri shall be permitted to file a response to the petition and any additional information it wishes.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission is ordered to serve notice of this petition upon Southwestern Bell Telephone L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri.

2. That Southwestern Bell Telephone L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri is made a party in the instant action.

3. That Southwestern Bell Telephone L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri shall file a response and any other information regarding this petition on or before May 28, 2004, with the Secretary of the Missouri Public Service Commission, Post Office Box 360, Jefferson City, Missouri 65102, and send a copy to XO Missouri, Inc. 

4. That this order shall become effective on May 10, 2004.
