ORDER DIRECTING SUBMISSION OF AGREEMENT

In an order issued May 12, 2004, the Commission ordered SBC Communications, Inc. and Sage Telecom, Inc. to show cause why an agreement between them should not be filed for Commission approval pursuant to the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (47 U.S.C. 252).  Both companies filed responses, a number of competitive local exchange carriers filed pleadings, and the Staff of the Commission filed a response.  As a next step, the Commission will order Sage and SBC to submit the agreement itself to the Staff, and order the Staff to provide its analysis of the actual agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That, no later than June 30, 2004, SBC and Sage shall submit to the Staff of the Commission the commercial agreement.

2.
That, no later than July 7, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall review the agreement and file a memorandum advising whether the agreement should be filed and considered by the Commission under the provisions of §251 and §252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.

3.
That this order shall become effective on June 28, 2004.
