ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES 

On July 13, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificates of a number of private pay telephone service providers.  Staff stated that it was unable to contact any of the providers, that the Statement of Revenue forms mailed to each of the providers were returned as undeliverable, and each of the providers have been dissolved according to the Secretary of State.  Staff served its pleading on each providers’ registered agent.  None of the providers or the providers’ registered agents responded to the motion to cancel the certificates.


The Commission is given the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate by Section 392.410 which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”


The statute’s requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.  Therefore, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the motion and the affidavit attached to the motion, and will cancel the certificates of service authority.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
