This case arose when KCP&L Great Missouri Operations Company (“GMO”) filed its proposed tariff sheets to implement a general rate increase for electrical service provided in GMO’s MPS and L&P Divisions in Missouri.  On June 11, 2010, the Commission issued an order directing filing and directing notice that interested parties wishing to intervene must do so on or before July 1, 2010.  This application is therefore timely.

Lee’s Summit is a significant consumer of GMO energy, particularly at its water and sewer system facilities, street lighting system, parks & recreation facilities, and various buildings, including seven (7) fire stations, a police station, an animal control facility, and a public works maintenance facility.  Any decisions in this matter affecting GMO’s price of energy may have a direct impact on the City.  Lee’s Summit has an interest in this proceeding that is different from that of the general public.

Lee’s Summit believes that its participation in the matter will be important to the other parties, and would assist the Commission in any deliberations on the subject matter.  Its intervention is in the public interest.

At this time, Lee’s Summit is uncertain of the position it will take in this matter.
