SBC:  Should MCIm have a faster augment interval for DS0s than is offered to other MISSOURI CLECs?

	1.1  Except as set forth below in this Appendix Collocation, SBC MISSOURI shall provide, and MCIm agrees to purchase, Collocation in accordance with the requirements of the version of SBC MISSOURI’s Tariff 42.

2 AUGMENT INTERVALS
2.1 Anything to the contrary in this Agreement (including any performance measures incorporated herein by reference) notwithstanding, when MCIm submits an order to augment capacity on DS0s, SBC MISSOURI shall provision such orders within 30 days for orders consisting of 400 or fewer pairs and within 45 days for orders consisting of more than 400 pairs.

	MCIm consistently experiences augment intervals for new DS0 pairs of 80 calendar days or more from the time the application is approved. If this practice continues, it will ultimately result in a loss of new customers for MCIm. The nature of the broadband business is such that, quite often, the need for added capacity in a given central office or market hits very quickly, often more quickly than capacity planning can anticipate the need. In the provision of data services, MCIm must rely on forecasts provided by ISPs that can increase rapidly depending on customer promotions or other offerings. The cost of overbuilding the pairs

in all central offices would be prohibitive, and MCIm pays for unused pairs in most locations now as it is. The purpose of MCIm’s proposed contract language is to provide SBC MISSOURI with an incentive to provision new pairs on a reasonably prompt basis.

	1.1 SBC MISSOURI shall provide, and MCIm agrees to purchase, Collocation in accordance with the requirements of the version of SBC MISSOURI’s Tariff 42, Section 3, Virtual Collocation.
2  INTENTIONALLY OMITTED
	SBC MISSOURI has provisions in the language provided to allow for faster augment interval for DS0s as long as MCIm accepts all the language offered by SBC MISSOURI. Specific reduced intervals can be found in the attached language in Section 18.3.3.  MCIm is requesting an advantage over other competitors by requesting orders to be provisioned in 30 as opposed to the reduced interval offered by SBC MISSOURI to all CLECs.

3.1 Charges for power will be assessed per ampere per month, based upon the actual amperes used, at the rates set forth in Appendix Pricing.  When obtaining power from an SBC MISSOURI battery distribution fuse bay, fuses and power cables (A&B) must be engineered (sized), and installed by MCIm's certified vendor at MCIm’s expense."

	The rate elements and charges for DC power are set forth in P.S.C. MO – No. 42, Section 3, Virtual Collocation, sections 13.1 (H)(1) and 13.3 (H)(1). 

SBC Missouri refuses that MCIm must engineer and install power from an SBC Missouri BDFB using an MCI certified vendor because SBC Missouri reserves the right to have control over its  equipment and common area within its central office. SBC Missouri tariff allows for MCIm to choose an SBC Tier 1 Installation Power Vendor to install fuses and power cabling to meet its request on a collocation application. SBC Missouri agrees that if MCIm chooses to have an SBC Tier 1 Installation Power vendor install fuses and power cabling it will be at the expense of MCIm.
