ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On March 31, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Southern Union Company, alleging that Southern Union had sold “property and assets that were located in Texas and used to serve Missouri consumers” without Commission permission.  On April 22, Southern Union filed its answer, and on May 7, Staff filed a response to that answer.  Despite those three pleadings, it is not clear precisely what sold property forms the basis of Staff’s complaint.  Accordingly, Staff will be directed to file a verified pleading describing with specificity all property that Southern Union sold that forms the basis of Staff’s complaint.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, no later than May 19, 2003, a pleading describing with specificity all property that Southern Union sold that forms the basis of Staff’s complaint. 
2. That this order shall become effective on May 12, 2003.
