ORDER SETTING ON-THE-RECORD PRESENTATION 

On March 16, 2004, Chariton Valley Telecom Corporation petitioned the Commission for a two-year suspension, until May 24, 2006, of the intermodal porting obligations of the Federal Communication Commission’s (FCC) November 10, 2003, Memorandum Opinion and Order and Further Notice of Rulemaking.  Petitioner also seeks modification of the FCC’s Local Number Portability (LNP) requirements to address certain call rating and routing issues.  On April 12, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation.

The Commission has questions about this Petition and numerous other pending  LNP petitions.
  The Commission will therefore schedule a joint On-the-Record Presentation for these cases, at which the parties will be expected to answer the Commission’s questions.  Although these cases will be heard jointly, they are not being consolidated.
