ORDER CONTINUING SUSPENSION

The decision of the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit issued on March 2, 2004, (United States Telecom Association v. FCC, No. 00-1012, slip op. (D.C. Cir. March 2, 2004)) may, if upheld in whole or part, have a significant impact on this case.  If the portion of that decision invalidating the Federal Communications Commission’s subdelegation to the states is upheld, there will be no need to proceed further in this case.  The Commission will suspend all activity until at least the end of the  Appeals Court’s self-imposed 60-day stay.  If there is a significant change in the current state of affairs at the FCC or the federal courts, the parties may ask the Commission to lift the stay, or make it permanent.  The Commission will review its stay after May 1, 2004.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the suspension ordered by the Commission on March 5, 2004, shall continue until further order.

That this order shall become effective on March 18, 2004.
