ORDER SUSPENDING SCHEDULE AND DIRECTING FILING

The decision of the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit issued on March 2, 2004, (United States Telecom Association v. FCC, No. 00-1012, slip op. (D.C. Cir. March 2, 2004)) may, if upheld in whole or part, have a significant impact on this case.  If the portion of that decision invalidating the Federal Communications Commission’s subdelegation to the states is upheld, there will be no need to proceed further in this case.  The Commission will direct the parties to submit pleadings stating and explaining the parties’ positions on whether to proceed with this case while the DC Circuit Court’s decision is stayed or under appeal.

Pending the Commission’s determination on whether or how to proceed with this case, all activity will be suspended (including testimony filings and hearings on discovery disputes). 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the parties shall, no later than March 11, 2004, submit pleadings stating and explaining their positions on whether to proceed with this case while the DC Circuit Court’s decision is stayed or under appeal.

That, except for the filing ordered in Paragraph 1, all activity in this case is suspended until further notice. 

3. That this order shall become effective on March 5, 2004.
