RESPONSE OF MISSOURI LANDOWNERS ALLIANCE

TO GRAIN BELT’S MOTION TO STAY DISCOVERY

The Missouri Landowners Alliance (Alliance) understands that Grain Belt recently added a new means of promoting the supposed benefits of its transmission line to the public:  a series of radio advertisements which are being aired in the general area of the proposed line.    

Believing that these radio promotions would likely support its Complaint in this case, on April 30 the Alliance submitted the following two data requests to Grain Belt:  
1.  Please provide a written copy of all messages which Crain Belt or Clean Line has paid to be aired on radio stations in Missouri in the past month which address the proposed transmission line in northern Missouri.

2.  For each of the messages references in the preceding item, please list the city where the radio station airing the message is located, the name or call letters of the station airing the message, and the dates it was aired on that station. 

These two requests are the only ones pending from the Alliance to Grain Belt.  The Alliance would have thought they were rather innocuous, and could seemingly have been answered by Grain Belt in roughly the same time as it took to prepare their Motion to Stay Discovery.  
Nevertheless, in order to eliminate the issue, the Alliance hereby withdraws its two pending data requests, and agrees it will not submit any further discovery requests in this case to Grain Belt until after the Commission rules on Grain Belt’s Motion to Dismiss the Complaint (absent the Commission’s express permission to do so).  This offer should make moot the Motion to Stay Discovery.
