Motion To Open Case And Cancel Certificates Of Service Authority

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificates of Service Authority, respectfully states as follows:


1.
On December 30, 1999, in Case No. TA-2000-31, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its Order Granting Certificate To Provide Interexchange, Basic Local, And Non-Switched Private Local Line Exchange Telecommunications Services to Prism Missouri Operations, LLC (PMO).  The Commission has approved no tariffs for PMO.


2.
On July 16, 2001, PMO filed for bankruptcy protection under Chapter 11 of the federal bankruptcy code in the U.S. Bankruptcy Court, Northern District of Illinois, Case No. 01-24800.
  PMO’s bankruptcy case ended March 9, 2004, by court decree closing certain cases in furtherance of the reorganization plan (of jointly administered Chapter 11 Case No. 01-24795, In re: Comdisco, Inc. et al., Debtors).


3.
The Fiscal Year (FY) 2003 assessment letter that was sent on June 26, 2002 to PMO’s last known address was returned by the postal service on July 29, 2002.  PMO’s telephone number has been disconnected.  The Staff is unable to contact PMO.  

4. PMO has never submitted an annual report.

5.
Because PMO has no approved tariff(s) and no evidence of Missouri-derived revenues, the certificates of service authority that were approved by the Commission on December 30, 1999, are “null and void” under Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000.
  Therefore, for the reasons stated above, the Staff requests that the Commission issue an order canceling PMO’s certificates of service authority.

6.
Other than the items discussed supra, PMO has no other matters pending before the Commission.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


7.
Staff will serve this pleading on (a) the last known address of PMO as reported in the Commission’s Electronic Information Filing System; and (b) PMO’s registered agent as reported by the website of the Missouri Secretary of State.


WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, the Staff requests that the Commission issue an order canceling the certificates of service authority of Prism Missouri Operations, LLC to provide interexchange, basic local, and non-switched private local line exchange telecommunications services, and close this case.
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� Section 392.410.5 states, in relevant part, “…Unless exercised within a period of one year from the issuance thereof, authority conferred by a certificate of service authority….shall be null and void.”
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
