ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE RECOMMENDATION  

A letter from William R. Fridley, writing on behalf of Missouri Telcom, has been filed with the Commission.  Although the letter is dated April 29, 2004,and was received by the Commission’s Budget and Fiscal Services department on May 4, it was not filed until October 7.  The letter indicates that Missouri Telcom has not been an active entity for the past five years and asks that the Commission stop sending statement of revenue forms to the company.  The Commission will take this to be a request to surrender the company’s certificate of service authority.   

Before it acts on Missouri Telcom’s application, the Commission would like a recommendation from its Staff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That not later than November 24, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding Missouri Telcom’s request to cancel its certificate of service authority. 

2. That this order shall become effective on October 26, 2004.
