ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On May 22, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority to provide private payphone service granted to J P Connections on November 6, 2001, in Case No. TA-2002-174.  Staff stated that on May 7, 2003, Jim Schulte, the owner of JPC, filed a statement of revenue, declaring that he was no longer in business and requesting that the Commission cancel his certificate.  Staff further avers that JPC owes no assessments and has no matters pending before the Commission.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties shall not be allowed more than ten days in which to file a responsive pleading.  More than ten days have expired since Staff filed its motion and JPC has not responded.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion and finds that granting the motion is reasonable.  The Commission will cancel the certificate of service authority granted to JPC in Case No. TA‑2002-174.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to J P Connections, in Case No. TA‑2002‑174, is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on June 22, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on June 23, 2003.
