ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On October 7, 2004, a letter from William R. Fridley was filed with the Commission, resulting in the opening of this case.  Fridley’s letter advises the Commission that Missouri Telcom has not been an active entity for the past five years and requests that the Commission’s Staff stop sending him Statement of Revenue forms.  

On October 26, the Commission issued an order indicating that it would take Fridley’s letter as a request to surrender Missouri Telcom’s certificate of authority to provide private pay telephone service.  The Commission also directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding Fridley’s request.    

Later on October 26, Staff filed a Motion to Cancel Certificate of Service Authority.  That motion indicated that Fridley is the owner of Missouri Telcom and that Missouri Telcom was granted a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service on January 27, 1995, in case number TA-95-174.  Staff states that Missouri Telcom does not owe any past due Commission assessments.  Staff recommends that the Commission cancel Missouri Telcom’s certificate of service authority.   

The Commission agrees that Missouri Telcom’s certificate of service authority should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide private payphone telephone services granted to Missouri Telcom in case number TA‑95‑174 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 6, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on November 7, 2004.
