motion to open case and cancel certificate of service

authority and accompanying tariff

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1. On October 8, 1999, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services to Jay Teutenberg d/b/a Advertisnet Internet Services (Adnet) in Case No. TA-99-68.  Adnet’s tariff, PSC MO No. 1, was also approved on October 8, 1999, in Case No. TA-99-68.   On September 8, 2003, Staff received a notarized statement of revenue form with a statement from Jay Teutenberg, the owner of Adnet, stating the following request: “ No longer a long distance carrier.  Please de-list Advertisnet as a IXC with MO PUC Thanks”.  The statement of revenue form with Mr. Teutenberg’s request is attached as Exhibit A.  Adnet declared no revenue for calendar year 2002 and owes no assessments.      

2. Because Adnet is not providing service to Missouri customers, cancellation of its certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.    

3. According to the Missouri Secretary of State’s website, Adnet is listed in active status.

4. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services and the accompanying tariff, PSC MO No. 1, of Jay Teutenberg d/b/a Advertisnet Internet Services.
