of service authority


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority, respectfully states as follows:

1. On January 9, 1996, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services (Order) to QAI, Inc. d/b/a Long Distance Billing (QAI) in Case No. TA-96-161.  QAI’s tariff, PSC MO No. 1, was approved in the same Order.      

2. On January 23, 2004, the Commission received a letter dated January 15, 2004 from Maria Wiegand, secretary of QAI stating “QAI, Inc. dba Long Distance Billing currently is not doing business in the state of Missouri.  We have generated no revenue for 2002 and 2003.”  This letter is attached as Exhibit A and incorporated herein.

3.  Staff received a late filed 2002 annual report from QAI on February 11, 2004, which is the subject of complaint Case No. TC-2004-0380 filed on February 10, 2004. QAI reports zero revenue for 2002.   On April 6, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Granting Default in the complaint case, however, the order did not cancel QAI’s certificate of service authority or tariff.

4. The website of the Office of the Missouri Secretary of State reports QAI was dissolved on October 22, 2004.

5. Since QAI submitted its 2002 annual report, the Staff is unable to contact QAI or Ms. Wiegand.  All phone numbers listed on QAI’s 2002 annual report have been disconnected, including the number listed on Ms. Wiegand’s letter dated January 15, 2004. (See Exhibit A) Therefore, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order canceling QAI’s certificate and accompanying tariff.

6. Staff will serve this pleading on the last known address reported by QAI on its 2002 annual report (submitted February 11, 2004) and QAI’s registered agent as listed by the Secretary of State’s website.

7.  QAI owes no assessments and has no other matters pending before the Commission.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority of QAI, Inc. d/b/a Long Distance Billing to provide interexchange telecommunications services and its PSC MO No. 1 tariff.
