ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On November 25, 2002, TBJ Sewer System Inc., filed an application with the Commission requesting authority to enlarge and extend its service area and to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a sewer system in an unincorporated area of Franklin County, Missouri.  On December 23, 2002, the Commission ordered the Staff of the Commission to file its Recommendation or Status Report by February 21, 2003.

Staff filed a Status Report on February 20, in which Staff stated it intended to file its Recommendation by March 21.  On March 21, Staff asked the Commission for an extension of time.  Staff stated it needed extra time because TBJ had not yet responded to some of Staff’s proposals.  Staff asked the Commission to allow Staff until April 4 to file its Recommendation.

On April 4 Staff again asked the Commission for an extension of time.  Staff stated it needed extra time because of a discrepancy between the cost-of-service analysis and rate design proposal Staff planned to base its recommendation upon and the cost-of service analysis and rate design methodology used in TBJ’s recent rate case.  Staff asked for an additional two weeks, until April 18, to try to resolve these discrepancies.

On April 17, Staff asked the Commission for another extension of time.  Staff stated it needed still more time before it could file its Recommendation.  Staff has created a new cost-of-service analysis, and states that it has not given TBJ sufficient time to review that analysis.  Staff requests the Commission allow Staff to file its Recommendation no later than April 25. 

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s request, finds it reasonable, and grants it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Request for Extension of Time filed by the Staff of the Commission is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file its Recommendation no later than April 25, 2003.
