ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 25, 2002, TBJ Sewer System Inc. filed an application with the Commission requesting authority to enlarge and extend and to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a sewer system in an unincorporated area of Franklin County, Missouri.  On April 25, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation.

Staff recommended the Commission approve TBJ’s application.  However, Staff requested the Commission delay its order for two weeks to allow Staff time to inform the Commission if Staff, TBJ, and the Office of the Public Counsel agree on the design of customer rates.

The Commission has not received a pleading from Staff on whether the parties have agreed to the design of customer rates.  The Commission will therefore order Staff to file a pleading informing the Commission if the parties have agreed on the customer rate design.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading informing the Commission if the parties have agreed on the customer rate design no later than June 12, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on June 8, 2003.
