ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 6, 2003, Primus Telecommunications, Inc., and Least Cost Routing, Inc., filed their application seeking approval of a pro forma transfer of control.  Primus and Least Cost are telecommunications carriers authorized to conduct business in the state of Missouri.  Both are ultimately owned by Primus Telecommunications Group, Incorporated (PTGI).  The proposed transaction will establish an intermediate holding company, Primus Telecommunications Holding, Inc., to be owned by PTGI, which will become the direct owner of Primus and the indirect owner of Least Cost.
  

Together with the application, Primus and Least Cost filed a motion for expedited treatment.  Therein, they explain that time is of the essence and that they request that the Commission act by December 3, 2003.  The Commission will therefore direct its Staff to file its Memorandum and Recommendation no later than November 21.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its Memorandum and Recommendation with respect to the transaction discussed above on or before 4:00 p.m. on November 21, 2003.
