ORDER CANCELING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

AND FILING OF PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
On April 25, 2002, Petitioner Kanakuk Kamps, Inc., filed its Complaint against Respondent GTE Midwest Incorporated, doing business as Verizon Midwest.  The Commission issued its Notice of Complaint on April 26, 2002, and Respondent timely filed its Motion to Dismiss, Answer and Affirmative Defenses on May 23.  On May 24, consequently, the Commission issued its order setting a prehearing conference for June 12 and requiring the filing of a proposed procedural schedule by June 19.

On June 3, Respondent filed its Motion for Reconsideration.  Therein, Respondent points out that it has taken appropriate steps to reverse the decision of the administrator of the North American Numbering Plan.  That case, TO-2002-481, filed on April 8, 2002, is now ripe for decision and should soon be resolved.  Its resolution may well render further proceedings in this case unnecessary.  For these reasons, Verizon prays that the Commission will cancel the prehearing conference and proposed procedural schedule ordered in this case.  Verizon further asserts that counsel for Petitioner does not object to this motion. 

Having considered the arguments of Respondent Verizon, the Commission will grant the motion for reconsideration and cancel the prehearing conference and proposed procedural schedule ordered in this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Reconsideration filed on June 3, 2002, by Respondent GTE Midwest Incorporated, doing business as Verizon Midwest, is granted.

2. That the prehearing conference previously set for June 12, 2002, is canceled.

3. That the parties need not prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule by June 19, 2002. 

4. That this order shall become effective on June 12, 2002.
