ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT

AND CLOSING CASE
Kanakuk Kamps, Inc., brought a complaint against Respondent GTE Midwest Incorporated, doing business as Verizon Midwest, concerning Verizon’s refusal to provide telephone numbers to Kanakuk as requested.  In its defense, Verizon asserted that it was not able to give Kanakuk the numbers it requested because the North American Numbering Plan Administrator had denied Verizon’s request.  Thereafter, in a separate proceeding, Verizon petitioned the Commission to overrule the North American Numbering Plan Administrator, permitting Verizon to grant Kanakuk the relief it sought.  The Commission did so.

After some time had passed with no activity in this case, the Commission directed the parties to respond, explaining why this case should not be dismissed.  Only the Commission’s Staff responded and Staff suggests that the case may indeed be dismissed.

Accordingly, the Commission will dismiss the complaint and close this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Complaint filed by Petitioner Kanakuk Kamps, Inc., on April 25, 2002, is dismissed.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 4, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on October 5, 2002.
