Recommendation for Approval of tariff filing

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), by and through counsel, and for its Recommendation For Approval Of Tariff Filing states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”):
1. On July 3, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Granting Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“Order”) in this case, in which it granted TBJ Sewer System, Inc. (“Company”) additional service area, and sub area-specific rates and CIAC charges.  As a part of its Order, the Commission directed the Company to file revised tariff sheets consistent with the Order no later than August 2, 2003.

2. By a letter dated August 5, 2003, which was stamped “Received” at the Commission’s offices on that date, the Company submitted three (3) revised tariff sheets and one (1) new tariff sheet intended to be in compliance with the above-referenced Commission Order.  The subject tariff sheets bore an issue date of August 5, 2003 and an effective date of September 4, 2003.  Upon receipt of the tariff filing, personnel in the Commission's Data Center scanned the filing into the Commission's electronic filing and information system and the filing was assigned Work ID No. JS-2004-0156.

3. The Staff has reviewed the Company’s August 5, 2003 tariff filing, and is of the opinion that the subject tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission Order referenced in Paragraph 1 above.  Steve Jungmeyer of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff sheets on behalf of the Staff.
4. The Staff has also reviewed the status of the Company's assessment payments (paying quarterly) and annual report filings, and notes that the Company has no delinquencies in regard to either of these matters.  The assessment information reviewed covers fiscal years 1996 through 2004, and the annual report information reviewed covers calendar years 1997 through 2002.  Additionally, the Staff notes that this tariff filing does not affect any other matter pending before the Commission with regard to the Company.  Jim Merciel of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of these matters on behalf of the Staff.
5. Upon Commission approval of the subject tariff sheets, no further action will be needed in this case.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue an order that approves the tariff sheets listed below to be effective as of September 4, 2003.
