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STAFF'S MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE REPORT, 

AND STAFF'S RESPONSE TO COMPANY'S REQUEST TO CLOSE CASE


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and, for its Motion for Extension of Time to File Report, and its Response to Company’s Request to Close Case, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:


1.  On November 20, 2001, the Commission issued its Order Modifying Method of Temporary Reduction.  By this Order, the Commission directed Osage to refund, during a three-month period beginning in December 2001, the amounts by which it had overcharged its customers during the three-month period beginning in May 2001.  The Commission also ordered Osage to file, by April 1, 2002, an affidavit stating the total dollar amount of overcharges credited or refunded, and ordered the Staff to file a report on May 1, 2002, on the status of the credits.


2.  On April 23, 2002, the Company filed its Second Report to Commission.  The Staff understands that, by filing this Second Report to Commission, the Company was attempting to comply with the Commission’s November 20 Order,
 and the Staff will respond accordingly.


3.  The Company filed its Second Report on April 23 – more than three weeks after the date it was due.  The Staff has had only a week to review this report and prepare its response, whereas the Commission’s November 20 Order allowed 30 days for the Staff to respond to the Company’s report.  The Staff therefore requests a two-week extension of the deadline by which it must file its report on the status of credits.


4.  In the prayer clause of its Second Report, the Company requested that the Commission issue an order closing this case.
  The Staff opposes this request.  The Company has stated no reason why the case should be closed.  The case should remain open pending Staff review of the Company’s Second Report and the filing of a Staff response to the report.


WHEREFORE, the Staff prays that the Commission extend the deadline for filing its report on the status of credits to May 15, 2002, and that it deny the Company’s request to close this case.
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� The Company states that it filed the Second Report “pursuant to the Order of the Commission of December 27, 2001.”  However, the December 20 Order did not require the Company to file this Second Report; the Staff believes the Company complied with the December 20 Order by filing a Report on January 15, 2002.  The November 20 Order did require the Company to file a document on April 1, 2002, which has not previously been filed, so this Second Report probably responds to the November 20 Order.  However, the November 20 Order required the Company to file an “affidavit,” and the Second Report contains no affidavit.      


� The request to close case was not mentioned in the title of the Company’s pleading.
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
