motion to open case and cancel certificate 
of service authority


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1. On March 31, 2000, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its Order Recognizing Name Change And Approving Tariff (Order) that recognized the change of corporate name of PF.Net, LLC to PF.Net Network Service Corp. (PF.Net or Company) and the adoption of PF.Net Network Services Corp. of the former PF.Net, LLC’s MO P.S.C. Tariff No. 1 in Case No. TO-20000-559.   Previously, in Case No. TA-99-603, the Commission issued an Order Approving Interexchange and Non-Switched Local Exchange Certificate of Service Authority And Order Approving Tariff of the former PF.Net, LLC on July 26, 1999.      

2. Staff points out that the name change Order inadvertently errs in the spelling of PF.Net Network Services Corp. by leaving an “s” off of the word “Services”.   Staff notes that the Company’s original name change application filed on March 10, 2000 was submitted on behalf of PF.Net Network Services Corp. and is likewise referred to in Staff’s recommendation, the company’s tariff adoption notice, the Commission’s Electronic Filing Information System (EFIS), the Missouri Secretary of State’s office, and the United States Bankruptcy Court District of New Jersey.

3. On May 30, 2002, PF.Net Network Services Corp. filed for re-organization under chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code in the United States Bankruptcy Court District of New Jersey (Court).    On November 7, 2002 the Court entered an order Authorizing Debtors to Sell Substantially All of their Assets to AT&T Corp. Free and Clear of Liens, Claims, Encumbrances and Interests.   Counsel for Staff confirmed with counsel for PF.Net, Mr. Eric Schondorf, and Ms. Sue Briggs, plan administrator for Velocita Corporation, the holding company of PF.Net, that PF.Net no longer exists as a company and has no customers and therefore has no intention to conduct any operations as a certificated telecommunications company in Missouri.

4. PF.Net has not submitted its 2002 annual report and owes a 2003 assessment of $103.90.  It is the opinion of Staff counsel that this past due amount is un-collectable.  According to the office of the Missouri Secretary of State’s web site, PF.Net was sent a notice of pending dissolution on November 7, 2003.  

5. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority of PF.Net Network Services Corp. to provide interexchange telecommunications services and its accompanying PSC MO No. 1 tariff. 
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
