ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On June 8, 2004, Paramount International Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a R Network filed an application asking the Commission to cancel its certificate of service authority to provide private payphone service in Missouri.  The application indicates that Paramount International does not serve any customers in Missouri and does not intend to provide such services in the future.  For that reason, Paramount International asks the Commission to cancel its certificate of service authority as soon as possible.   

Staff filed a recommendation regarding Paramount International’s application on July 7.  Staff confirms that Paramount International does not have any Missouri customers.  Staff further indicates that Paramount International does not owe any past due Commission assessments and is not delinquent in filing its annual reports.  Staff recommends that the Commission cancel Paramount International’s certificate of service authority.   

The Commission agrees that Paramount International’s certificate of service authority should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide private payphone telephone services granted to Paramount International Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a R Network, in case number TA‑2000‑457, is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 18, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on July 19, 2004.
