STAFF’S SIXTH STATUS REPORT

AND MOTION TO CLOSE CASE

Comes Now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and, for its Sixth Status Report, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:

1.
On April 26, 2002, the Staff filed its Motion to Open Case for an Investigation into the Water Service Earnings of Silverleaf Resorts, Inc. (“Company”).  The Staff’s objective in seeking authority to investigate the earnings of the Company was to determine whether the Company was in an overearnings situation and to determine whether it was appropriate to seek a reduction of the rates that the Company charges its ratepayers for the provision of water service.  On May 30, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Directing Investigation.

2.
The Staff subsequently filed five separate status reports regarding the progress of its investigation into the Company’s water service earnings.  In its Fifth Status Report the Staff reported that it had completed its investigation and was preparing its recommendation, and that it expected to file its recommendation by no later than June 20, 2003.

3.
On June 11, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing the Staff to file either a status report, a stipulation and agreement resolving all the issues, or a proposed procedural schedule by no later than June 26, 2003.


4.
The Staff has now determined that the Company is not overearning at the present time as a result of its combined water and sewer operations.  To the contrary, the Staff has determined that the Company is underearning as a result of its combined water and sewer operations.  There is, however, no mechanism for the Company to seek an increase in its revenues and in the rates that it charges its customers, or to effect any changes in the rate design of the Company’s rates in the context of this case.  Accordingly, the Staff will not seek a reduction in the rates that the Company charges for its water services.

5.  
The Staff’s objective in seeking this investigation has therefore been completed, and the Staff does not contemplate taking any further action in this case.  The Staff therefore requests that this case be closed. 


WHEREFORE, the Staff submits its Sixth Status Report, and requests that this case be closed.
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
