PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
COME NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, on its own behalf and on behalf of Sprint Communications Company, L.P., d/b/a Sprint, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (“SWBT”), the Small Telephone Company Group (“STCG”), the Missouri Independent Telephone Group (“MITG”), and the Office of the Public Counsel, being all of the parties hereto (collectively, “the Movants”), and submit their Proposed Procedural Schedule to the Missouri Public Service Commission.

1.  On August 14, 2003, the Commission issued its order that the parties attend a prehearing conference on August 20, 2003, and that they prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than August 22, 2003.  

2.  At the prehearing conference on August 20, 2003, the Movants agreed to recommend that the Commission adopt the following procedural schedule in this case:

Friday, September 5, 2003
Intervenors file direct testimony 

Monday, September 15, 2003

Sprint, SWBT, OPC and Staff file rebuttal testimony

Tuesday, September 16, 2003
List of issues, order of witnesses and cross-examination, and order of opening statements

Wednesday, September 17, 2003
Evidentiary hearing, commencing at 8:30 a.m.


3.  The Movants further propose that all testimony, together with supporting work papers, should be delivered to all other parties, either by personal delivery of hard copies or by electronic transmission, on the same day that it is filed.


4.  The Movants expect and intend that the evidentiary hearing in this case will require no more than one day to complete.  In order to allow all parties to present testimony in response to the first testimony filed by other parties and to ensure that the hearing can be completed in one day, the Movants recommend that the following procedures be followed in the evidentiary hearing:



a.  Each intervenor should be given the opportunity to elicit surrebuttal testimony from its witnesses prior to tendering the witnesses for cross-examination, provided that the total time for such surrebuttal should be limited to a total of 15 minutes for all of that intervenor’s witnesses.



b.  Each party’s initial cross-examination of each witness should be limited to a maximum of ten minutes.



c.  Each party’s further cross-examination of each witness, based upon questions from the bench, should be limited to a maximum of five minutes.



d.  Each party’s redirect examination of each of its witnesses should be limited to a maximum of 15 minutes.


5.  The parties further recommend that, in order to complete submission of this case to the Commission by September 17, 2003, the parties be directed to present oral argument at the conclusion of the hearing, in lieu of filing written briefs. 


WHEREFORE, the Movants jointly request that the Commission issue its order adopting the procedural schedule specifically set forth in Paragraph 2 hereof, that it order the parties to deliver their direct and rebuttal testimony to all other parties on the same day that it is filed, that it limit the examination of witnesses as described in Paragraph 4 hereof, and that it order the parties to present oral argument at the conclusion of the evidentiary hearing, in lieu of filing written briefs.
