ORDER AND NOTICE

On May 9, 2002, Timber Creek Sewer Company filed an application with the Commission seeking a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a sewer system for the public in an unincorporated area of Platte County, Missouri, in an area north of Highway 92 and east of Interstate 29, and known as Summerset Subdivision.  A plat of the proposed area is attached to the application, together with a metes and bounds description.

Applicant is a Missouri corporation, with its principal office and place of business located at 1820 C Prairie View Road, P.O. Box 511, Platte City, Missouri 64079.  Applicant filed a preliminary feasibility study for the proposed sewer operation and stated in its application that no other public utilities or governmental bodies operate, provide, or render service in the proposed service area.  Applicant stated that the proposed service area has current residents that use on-site disposal for sewer service.

The Commission has determined that the information officer of the Commission will make notice of this application available to the newspapers and other media serving Platte County, Missouri, and to all members of the Missouri General Assembly representing Platte County.  Further, the Data Center of the Commission shall serve a copy of this order on the County Commissioners of Platte County.

The Commission has also determined that proper persons should be allowed 30 days from the date of this order to file an application to intervene.  The requirement of a hearing is met when an opportunity to be heard has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d, 494, 496 (Mo. App. 1989).  In the event no proper person files an application to intervene in this matter, the Commission may proceed on the basis of the verified application and its attachments.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall serve notice on the County Commission of Platte County, Missouri, as set out herein.

2. That the information officer of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall send notice to the members of the Missouri General Assembly representing persons residing in Platte County, Missouri, and to the media serving Platte County, Missouri, as set out herein.

3. That any party wishing to request a hearing in this matter shall file an applica​tion no later than June 12, 2002 with:
