ORDER DIRECTING FILING BY APPLICANT


Syllabus:  This order directs the applicant to file further information.


On May 9, 2002, the City of Foristell, Missouri, filed an application for the approval of the transfer of the assets of Eastern Missouri Utilities Co., Inc., to Foristell.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(3) requires that the party filing any pleading must give the Commission two things:  (1) a plain and succinct recitation of what the applicant wants the Commission to do, and (2) a precise indication of the law the applicant relies on.  The rule states:  “Each pleading shall include a clear and concise statement of the relief requested and specific reference to the statutory provision or other authority under which relief is requested.”

Foristell’s application did not comply with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(3) because, after setting out 14 separately‑numbered paragraphs, the application did not include a clear and concise statement of the relief requested; also, Foristell did not include a specific reference to the statutory provision or other authority under which it requested relief.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(19) requires that each pleading filed with the Commission must have a certificate of service attached to it.  The rule states:  “Every pleading...shall include a certificate of service.  Such certificate of service shall be adequate proof of service.”  

Foristell’s application did not comply with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(19) because no certificate of service was attached to it.

Foristell will be ordered to correct these defects.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the City of Foristell, Missouri, must file a supplemental pleading that includes additional information that complies with Commission Rules 4 CSR 240‑2.080(3) and (19) by June 5, 2002.


2.
That  all pleadings must be filed in paper form.  After the paper copies of the pleadings are properly filed, however, all parties are also encouraged to file copies of their pleadings electronically.  Electronically‑submitted documents may be provided on computer disk or submitted by e‑mail to the law judge at bhopkins@mail.state.mo.us in a file saved in Word, WordPerfect, RTF, or ASCII format with an extension of *.doc, *.wpd, *.rtf or *.txt.  (Copies of exhibits, attachments, schedules, etc., need not be sent electronically; only pleadings should be sent electronically.)

3.
That this order will become effective on June 1, 2002.
