ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On May 22, 2002, ACS Systems, Inc., moved the Commission to cancel its Certificate of Service Authority.  The Commission granted ACS a certificate in Case No. TA‑98‑291 on February 25, 1998.  ACS states that it no longer wishes to provide telephone service in Missouri.  On May 30, 2002, Staff filed its Recommendation, and asked the Commission to grant ACS’s Application.

No requests for intervention have been received and no party has requested a hearing.  The requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494, 496 (Mo. App., W.D. 1989).  Since no one has requested a hearing, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the verified application.

Section 392.410, RSMo. 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commis​sion has reviewed the Application and finds that certificate granted to ACS in Case No. TA‑98-291 shall be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate granted to ACS Systems Inc. in Case No. TA-98-291 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on June 23, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on June 24, 2002.
