ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO INDICATE WHETHER NORTH OAK SEWER DISTRICT, INC. HAS PROVIDED REQUIRED NOTICE TO ITS CUSTOMERS

On January 27, 2004, North Oak Sewer District, Inc. filed a tariff that will increase its rates in accordance with an Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request, signed by North Oak and the Staff of the Commission.  Commission rule 4 CSR 240.3.330(D), which establishes the procedure for consideration of small sewer company rate increases, requires North Oak to notify its customers in writing of the proposed rates resulting from its agreement with Staff.  On January 30, the Commission ordered North Oak to send the required written notice to its customers no later than February 9.  

Before giving further consideration to North Oak’s requested rate increase, the Commission would like to know whether North Oak has provided the required notice to its customers. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That, not later than March 1, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a report indicating whether North Oak Sewer District, Inc. has sent a written notice to its customers informing them of the proposed rates that will result from its agreement with the Staff of the Commission.
