ORDER DIRECTING FILING  

On January 27, 2004, North Oak Sewer District, Inc. filed a proposed tariff that will increase its rates.  The tariff carries an effective date of March 15, 2004.  Along with its tariff, North Oak filed a letter indicating that it has reached an agreement with the Staff of the Commission regarding disposition of its Small Company Rate Increase Request.  The letter stated that the Staff would be filing that agreement in this case, but no agreement has yet been filed.

Staff will be directed to either promptly file the agreement or file a pleading explaining why it cannot file the agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That, no later than February 13, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request that it has reached with North Oak Sewer District, Inc.  If Staff is unable to file that agreement, it shall file a pleading explaining its inability to do so.

That this order shall become effective on February 10, 2004.
